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THE UNITED NATIONS ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL COUNCIL

Urging third-world countries worldwide to form an economic alliance, 
Declaring the need for developed countries to lend necessary help to countries with collapsed government,
Declaring the need to find a way in which developed and developing countries can both benefit, Bearing in mind the need for regulating the process of fund distribution against corruption between members,

1. Encourages the establishment of an international organization, named the "Global Alliance for Sustainable Innovation and Development" (GASID), comprising of both developed and developing nations to facilitate collaborative projects aimed at utilizing natural resources and advancing green technologies, using sustainable measures, whose job including but not limited to: 
a. promoting an exchange program where developed countries contribute advanced technology and expertise, where developing countries leverage their natural resources and labor, to create new markets for renewable and sustainable products and technologies, such as hydrogen fuels, electric vehicles, and sustainable mining techniques, through initiatives including but not limited to: 
i. help developing countries to develop technologies for renewable energy and sustainable mining techniques, such as hydrogen fuel production and advanced electric vehicles
ii. sending skilled experts from developed nations to collaborate on sustainable development projects in developing countries, ensuring the transfer of practical knowledge and hands-on experience
iii. providing scholarships and exchange programs for students and young professionals from developing countries with knowledge about higher-level technical training in developed countries, especially in fields related to sustainable development, environmental science, and green technology
b. empowering developing countries to become leaders in the global green technology by giving them advice from developed countries and experienced countries, while offering opportunities for mutual benefit to developed countries such as but not limited to: 
i. helping local industries to sustainably process and utilize natural resources for renewable technology, such as eco-friendly mining techniques and resource-efficient manufacturing
ii. creating sustainable products and technologies
iii. providing tax reduction and environmental benefits for developed countries
c. ensuring fair distribution of resources, transparent project management, and accountability such as but not limited to:
i.  establishing clear guidelines for project selection and resource allocation to ensure alignment with the Paris Agreement and other international environmental commitments
ii. implementing robust monitoring and reporting mechanisms within GASID
iii. ensuring that partnerships are mutually beneficial and that developing countries receive fair compensation for their labor and resources by visiting the countries every year;

2. Emphasizes developed countries and international financial institutions to undertake debt relief
initiatives for developing nations, with focus on loans inherited from colonial pasts and those affecting nations with limited access to resources and opportunities under the following provisions such as but not limited to:
a. reducing loan interest rates such as but not limited to:
i. requests that interest rates on loans owed by developing nations be significantly reduced, especially those loans tied to colonial histories or given under terms that exacerbate inequality
ii. calls for restructuring of existing loans to provide flexibility, including extended repayment terms or moratoriums, particularly for countries experiencing conflict, political instability, or economic vulnerabilities
b. cancelling or reducing debt for the most vulnerable nations such as but not limited to:
i. encourages the cancellation of debt for countries facing extreme poverty, humanitarian crises, or significant economic challenges
ii. emphasizes that such debt cancellation is not only an economic consideration but a moral imperative, aligned with international human rights standards that aimed at promoting social and economic rights
c. providing structural support for sustainable development and economic recovery such as but not limited to:
i. supports capacity-building programs led by developed countries and experienced developing countries, aimed at strengthening technical development, governance, and sustainable development planning in debtor nations
ii. invites collaboration with organizations like the International Monetary Fund (IMF) and World Bank to integrate debt relief with broader goals of global financial stability, financial equality and sustainable development;

3. Establishes an independent overseeing organization, incorporating staff from all member countries, to avoid corruption and bad execution of initiatives under the following provisions such as but not limited to:
a. visiting developing countries within the partnership with developed countries every year, ensure productivity by providing strategic guidelines, review reports and advice, while reporting on the following aspects such as but not limited to:
i. reporting treasury usage, partial income, record and measurements of technical developmental progress, and mass survey
ii. exposing the developmental report to the public and encouraging media exposure such as The Times
iii. organizing constant meetings with representatives of member states
b. setting milestones and key performance indicators for each phase of cooperation, providing measurable benchmarks to assess progress and ensure efficiency in many ways but not limited to:
i. assessing the developing country’s initial development state, set achievable milestones
ii. measuring the global market’s requirement for the sustainable practice developed, maximizing profits in the fields of sustainable and renewable techniques that can be creates by trade
c. developing digital tools to efficiently assess progress with technical systems that can ensure transparency
d. modifying contracts between countries based on the analysis on the circumstances of plan progress;

4. Requests a South-South Economic Cooperation Alliance (SSECA), aimed at strengthening trade, economic resilience, and cooperation among developing nations such as but not limited to:
a. reducing trade barriers between member nations to enhance trade flows and support economic
growth through ways but not limited to:
i. reducing tariffs and taxes on goods and services traded between members
ii. implementing streamlined customs procedures and harmonized standards across borders
b. establishing better platform that fosters sustainable economic interdependence including ways but not limited to:
i. developing a common platform for resource-sharing and joint ventures, particularly in sectors where member countries hold competitive advantages, such as agriculture, manufacturing, and technology
ii. enhancing digital trade infrastructure and e-commerce partnerships, allowing better access to larger markets
c. decreasing political tensions and aggression among members by fostering cooperation and mutual respect through economic cooperation including but not limited to:
i. establishing a conflict resolution council within the alliance to mediate any economic or political disputes that may arise among member states
ii. encouraging cultural exchanges, creating a sense of shared identity and reducing prejudice
iii. setting up common peacekeeping and security protocols aimed at safeguarding trade routes and strategic resources;
d. developing an alliance-wide code of conduct on business practices and environmental sustainability, encouraging responsible trade practices that prioritize social and environmental welfare in addition to economic growth.
